In the October newsletter, | made an error stating when the AMA
membership ends. Here is the correction and how AMA differs from our
club field licenses:

RAMS Club field licenses always expire on Dec 31st of each year.

AMA memberships are good for a full year from the date of purchase.
For example a membership purchased in March 2020 will expire in March
2021.

In order to be a RAMS member, your AMA coverage must span the whole
calendar year. So the person in the example above would have to renew
their AMA membership to March 2022 to provide full coverage to get a
RAMS field license in 2021.
